This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our music curriculums are sequential and progressive. They build on skills and knowledge year-on-year and develop a range of different aspects, following the Charanga English Model Music Curriculum. We increase access for pupils with SEND,  by making all aspects of the curriculum flexible and adaptable to need. For more information, please see the school information guidance on curriculum and SEND, which can be found on our website. 
We allocate an hour per week to curriculum music for each key stage, per term. This is in line with the school information guidance. Our pupils have the opportunity to sing together in choral worship / assembly each week, to sing together in weekly music lessons and to play an instrument during term time, through whole-class teaching, in different year groups, across the course of the year. We have a school choir, bringing children together across year groups. Children currently have the opportunity to sing at school events and we are aiming to bring this to the community.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	A choir is run throughout the year, led by two of our teachers. We also offer Rocksteady music lessons, offering the children opportunities to play as part of a rock band. Rocksteady offers one bursary place per term, to a pupil (chosen based on aptitude and commitment). We are also hoping to begin a Boomwhacker ensemble group.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Bishop Henderson, we sing during assemblies 4 times per week.  One of these assemblies is a dedicated singing practice where children can learn about different singing styles and genres. We regularly perform in different school performances across the year and our choir regularly sing together at PTA events. Our musical performances include; 
· EYFS and KS1 Nativity
· KS2 Carol concert 
· Year 5 & 6 End of Year Production. 
All pupils are involved in these events and these are free for parents, with the exception of our Year 5 & 6 Production, where there is a nominal charge to cover the cost of venue hire. 




In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We want to offer as many opportunities for music lessons across a range of instruments and are hoping to work with Somerset Music for Whole Class Ensemble Tuition. We would like to introduce a Boomwhacker ensemble as well as work with local secondary schools to seek collaboration on musical projects so that we can enjoy more live performances throughout the year.
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
